Then He 
said to his disciples, “The harvest is abundant, but the workers are few. 
Therefore, pray to the Lord of the harvest to send out workers into his 
harvest.”  Matthew 9:36-38

prayer and discussion from the Neighborhoods Elders and leaders. I want to 
highlight two things. First, you will notice an All-Campus approach to minis-
ter to the distressed and dejected by establishing a Clinical Biblical Coun-
seling Center.
